


I greet you on behalf of the students, staff, and Board of Directors of Mustard Seed Tutorial 
Center.  2010 was an historic year at Mustard Seed and I am delighted to inform you of new 
and ongoing developments here at the center.  During the year, we provided 4,026 tutoring 
sessions, bringing the total number of sessions at Mustard Seed in the past five years to 14,139.

In 2010, Mustard Seed opened a second tutoring location.  After five years of planning, rela-
tionship building, and fundraising, we received grants from Bank of America, Verizon, and 
Catholic Healthcare West that allowed us to open a tutoring center in one of the most under-
served sections of downtown San Bernardino.  This new branch began a pilot phase in part-
nership with Operation Phoenix in September to test our planning and work out any kinks in 
the system.  We were delighted to find that, after three months at this new tutoring location, 
enrolled students had made terrific academic gains, improving at a rate equal to a grade level 
in 17 weeks.

Mustard Seed made a difference in the Inland Empire in 2010.  Our primary measure of 
improvement is the speed at which a student masters new skills.  We expect children at Mus-
tard Seed to learn significantly faster than they would without our help.  So, our success can 
be gauged by how quickly our students learn compared to the baseline established by Califor-
nia.  On average, students at Mustard Seed learn 220% as quickly as the rate expected by the 
California Department of Education.

2010 was an exciting season and I look forward to the coming year.  
I am grateful to our tutors, our volunteers, and to those who gave of 
their resources to this program.  Without the care and commitment 
of these people, our important work would be impossible.  I thank 
you for your interest, and I hope this annual report is helpful in 
summarizing 2010 at Mustard Seed.

The Four-Step Process
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As it was for many nonprofits, 2010 was a challenging time fiscally for Mustard 
Seed, as charitable giving from all corners was reduced by the economic recession.  
During 2010, the agency received $210,766 and spent $385,519, yielding a technical 
net loss of $174,753.

In 2009, Mustard Seed received a grant of $200,000 from Bank of America.  Mustard 
Seed’s Board directed these unrestricted funds to support the effort of opening a 
second site in 2010.  Because this money had been set aside, we did not spend it in 
2009, and finished the year with a surplus of $205,044.  While 2010 expenses appear 
to have triggered a one-year net loss of $174,753, it was in fact a timing difference 
between when we recognized the Bank of America grant revenue (2009) and when 
we incurred the expenses the grant was intended to cover (2010).  Ultimately, Mus-
tard Seed finished 2010 with net assets totaling $129,328 – an extremely healthy 
position for an agency of this size.
 
Therefore, while we are planning carefully for an economy suffering from continued 
stress, the board and staff are nevertheless confident that 2011 and future years will 
see continued strength and growth for Mustard Seed.
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Mustard Seed Tutorial Center could not provide the services it offers without the financial 
and in-kind support of many individuals and organizations.  While contributions of any 
size are gratefully received by Mustard Seed, there are some supporters who have made 
significant leadership gifts of more than $500 and they are recognized below.
